Humberside Police Authority Chair, Ms Alene Branton MBE said today that she 
welcomed the publication of the quarterly crime statistics issued by the Home Office, 
which illustrate the progress that Humberside Police is making in the fight against 
crime. 
 
“It is 
particularly reassuring that Humberside is outperforming the national average figures 
in several key areas, such as the number of crimes recorded, violence against the 
person, domestic burglary and vehicle crime.
